PORTION CONTROL

Portion control is the amount of product which will
dispense from pump with each full push of lever.

The roller, which is attached to the bottom of the lever,
can be adjusted to allow for specific portion control.

Possible Problems:
e Pump dispenses little or no product.
« Portion control is not consistent.

Possible Solutions:
Clean pump.
Ensure product pouch is not empty.

Ensure product pouch and torsion spring are
installed correctly.

Ensure roller is properly installed on lever.
Ensure flap inside pump dome and flap on pinch
valve are properly positioned when assembling
pump.

Ensure pump is installed into retaining slot on
inside front wall of unit.
